Businesses are required too

Act 101 of 1988 not only requires the
borough to provide recycling opportunities to
its residents but also requires businesses within
the municipality to recycle as well. If you are
a business owner/manager and need assistance
starting or improving recycling programs please
call the borough office. The borough’s recycling
coordinator will be arranging to visit with each
commercial establishment to see if improvements
can be made.

The Borough offers various opportunities for
residents to recycle everything from leaves to pop
cans to newspaper and more. Most residential

recycling is done at home in green bins collected |

twice each month (obtained at the Boro office).

In addition to curbside recycling, Economy
Boy Scout Troop 414 operates the Borough's
newsprint recycling. From 9:00 am until noon
on the second Saturday of each month, rain
or shine, the troop will help unload newsprint
from your car (please remove glossy inserts) and
place it in a large roll-off container in front of the
Road Department garage on Conway Wallrose
Road. If you can’t come by that day, you can put
newspapers in the container at any time. The
newsprint is taken by a local farmer who shreds it
and uses it for cow bedding, The Scouts will also
take aluminum cans and eye glasses.
